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DEFINITION: Multiple disabilities means simultaneous impairments (e.g., intellectual disability with blindness or intellectual
disability with orthopedic impairment), the combination of which causes such severe educational needs that they cannot be
accommodated in special education programs solely for one of the impairments. The term does not include deaf-blindness.

Consider the data from multiple sources, review the definition, consider the criteria below, and document any additional information.

Note that a diagnosis included in a report from a medical professional is not sufficient to make an eligibility determination.
