Students will examine the positive aspects and misuse of social media and text messaging.
e Positive aspects of social media and text messaging
e Misuse of social media and text messaging; consequences of engaging in cyberbullying and
sexually explicit communication (sexting)
e Strategies for appropriate use of technology
o Strategies for responding to/dealing with inappropriate online communication.

Lesson 1: Puberty and Hygiene (taught gender separate)
Students will explore the physical, emotional, and social changes that occur during puberty and relate
personal hygiene to these changes.
e Physiological, psychological and social changes; ways to cope with changes
¢ Relationship among bodily changes, good personal hygiene and positive interactions with
others is emphasized
o Girls only review the use and proper disposal of personal hygiene products.

Lesson 2: Reproductive Systems (taught gender separate)
Students will review the structures and functions of the male and female reproductive systems and how
these change during puberty.

e Structure and function of the reproductive organs

Lesson 3: Human Reproduction (taught gender separate)
Students will expand prior knowledge of the process of human reproduction.
e Fertilization, prenatal development, fetal support structures, prenatal care, and birth
e Physical readiness to become a mother or father precedes the psychological, emotional,
intellectual, spiritual, financial, and social maturity needed to raise a family

Lesson 4: Sexually Transmitted Infections (taught gender separate)
Students will study basic facts about sexually transmitted infections (STIs).
e Viral (genital herpes, human papilloma virus [HPV], HIV/AIDS)
e Bacterial STIs (chlamydia, gonorrhea, syphilis)
o Consequences and prevention of STIs through sexual abstinence, fidelity within marriage,
available vaccinations, and avoidance of needle sharing and intravenous drug use

Lesson 5: Abstinence and Refusal Skills (taught gender separate)
Students will identify reasons for avoiding premarital sexual intercourse.
e Physical, psychological, social, academic, spiritual, and financial consequences of premarital
sexual intercourse
o Benefits of sexual abstinence
Refusal skills
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
